We recommend where possible, all items are assembled near to the area where they will be
used, to avoid moving the product unnecessarily once assembled.

Please ensure that your bed is placed on a level floor area. (Avoid setting up and installing your
bed on uneven floor surface)

For the protection of your furniture, we recommend that the product is placed on a protected
surface during assembly to prevent any damage.

During assembly please take care not to over-tighten any fittings, as this may damage the
product.

Care and Maintenance of your Furniture

Please periodically check all fittings and re-tighten as necessary.
To clean your item, please use a soft damp cloth and wipe clean.
Please do not jump on your furniture.

Never allow any kind of liquid to remain on your furniture. This can cause finishes to de-laminate.

Take care when spraying Perfume and deodorants etc as the vapour can settle on the surface
and cause damage.

Periodically check the condition of your bed slats to ensure they are in good condition and have
not become loose.
